Study Notes Chapter 5

v. 1 - Right hand = place of power
Book (“biblion”) = scroll; roll of parchment
Written within and on back = completeness of contents

v. 2-4 - Worthy (“axios”) - morally fit or entitled
Scroll is the title deed to the earth
Jeremiah 32:1-15, 37-44

v. 5 - Genesis 49: 9-10 - Lion of Judah

Shiloh = the one to whom it belongs

Isaiah 11:1 and Matthew 1:1-17 = Root of David
Prevail = conquer, overcome, get the victory

V. 6 - Lamb = young lamb; lambkin

Isaiah 53:7-12; John 1:29

Slain = indicates violence; butchery (Exodus 12:6)
Stood = Standing = Christ is risen and living

7 Horns = omnipotent power to rule

7 Eyes = Complete omniscient knowledge

7 Spirits = Completeness and fullness of Holy Spirit

v. 8 - Harps = stringed instruments = praise
Vials = bowls, basons

Odors = Incense = prayers of the saints
Leviticus 16:12-13 (Exodus 30:1-9)

Psalm 141:2; Revelation 8:4

Fell down = worship = deity of Jesus

v. 9 - They = the saints of verse 8

Sung = sing = continuous, unceasing worship
New song = song of redemption

Redeem = purchase; buy (John 4:8; 6:5)

v. 10 - Daniel 7:22,27 - we shall reign

v. 11 - “Thousands” = an unlimited number

v. 14 - Worshipped = in silent adoration



The Law of Redemption of Land

JEREMIAH 32:7-15 REVELATION 5

Right of redemption (v. 7) Belongs to the Lion of Judah (v. 5)

Price (vs. 9&10) Death of the cross; the Lamb slain (v. 6)
Evidence of purchase; deed (v. 11) The Scroll; Title deed to earth (v. 1)
Sealed (official, lawful) (v. 11) The 7 Seals (v. 1)

Witnesses (v. 12) The Elders and 4 Living Creatures (v. 8)
A safe place (for protection)(v. 14) The right hand of God (v. 1)

Possession Returned (v. 15) The Kingdom possession of God’s people

on earth (v. 10)
