Soul tie = strong relationship between two people or a group of people, object, music, 
television, movies, books, cults, organizations, vows, agreements, contracts, sexual 
relationships, occult involvement.

Husband and wife become one flesh.  Cleave: Hebrew “dakaq” = cling or adhere to; join 
together; stick to; pursue hard (after); Greek “suzeugnumi” = to yoke together.

Genesis 44:30 - Jacob and Joseph/strong affection 
  
Exodus 20:1-6 - no other gods 
  
Numbers 30:2 (entire chapter) vows bind the soul

Deuteronomy 4:3-4, 11:22-25 - our only protection 
  
Deuteronomy 13:1-10, 17 - people and objects 
  
Joshua 23:12-13 
  
Ruth 1:14-17 - soul tie connected to worship 
  
I Samuel 18:1,3, 10:17 - David and Jonathan knit 
  
I Samuel 25:29 - strategy for freedom 
  
I Kings 11:1-14, II Kings 18:1-7 - compare 
  
II Chronicles 18:1, 19:1, 20:37 - affinity = marriage alliance 
  
Psalm 115:4-10 - tied to our idols 
  
Isaiah 26:8-16 - model prayer for breaking soul ties 
  
Acts 4:32 - one heart and one soul 
  
Acts 23:12, 14, 21 - bound with an oath 
  
Romans 12:9 - be cemented or glued to good (god) 
  



I Corinthians 1:10 (Ephesians 4:16) - fitly joined 
  
I Corinthians 6:15-18 - to stick, to glue to a harlot
